How to Make an Audio-only QuickTime Movie

Y ou will need the following programs:

SoundRecorder and the QuickTime Player. JE )
SoundRecorder WU

Note: SoundRecorder (freeware) can be downloaded from

You will also need to have a microphone plugged into the computer.

Check the "sound" settings to make sure the microphoneis active:

Go to Apple Menu -->
Control Panels -->
Monitors & Sound.

Click on "Sound" and then
choose Sound In:

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Double-click on SoundRecorder to start the program. jﬂ

should increase the memory allocation before you use

Both the left
and right bars will move
at the sametime.
